SENIOR COACHES REPORT

If you were to glance at the results section of a record at the end of the 2008 season you would have seen that  Nunawading finished 2nd on the ladder and that they had been convincingly defeated in the 2 finals that they played.  These are the facts but they do not tell the entire story of 2008.
To understand our season we need to return to the 1st semi in 2007.  As a coaching group after that defeat we highlighted a number of deficiencies and went about recruiting a side that would help us continue the pleasing trend of making finals.  We recognised that a ruckman, key defenders and greater input up forward were necessary for us to become genuine contenders in 3rd division.
Through the fantastic efforts of the whole club we were able to secure many good recruits who all seemed capable of solving our deficiencies.  Strong, Francis, Pybus, Burke, Adolph and others were all quality recruits.  With the return of Randazzo and Bellissimo and the news that Bello was to play, we felt that we had an excellent group to take us to the next level.

They were not to disappoint:
· Nunawading finished with a 13 : 5 win / loss ratio, its best ever in 3rd division

· We finished 2nd on the ladder
· We had 2 players, McCallum and Papp kick more than 50 goals, another first

· We had Bello, Strong and McCallum selected in the 3rd division team of the year

· We defeated the 3 other finalists on each occasion throughout the regular season

As you can see, much of season 2008 was EXCELLENT, so what went WRONG?
3rd division, is of a very competitive standard.  The top teams generally remained at the top through consistent performance and luck with list management.  Nunawading was somewhat of an anomaly.  We certainly produced some excellent results, however too often we ‘pushed the envelope‘  with our luck.   We managed to win 2 games by 1 point and 2 points that we probably should have lost – a good sign that we won the close games but also somewhat flattering to our bottom line.  For us to be at our most potent we needed to have our best 21 on the park.  Unfortunately during our finals campaign we did not get the ‘rub of the green‘ in this area.  Key injuries to Robbo (our senior best and fairest winner), Gareth Britten and Andrew Pybus along with the unavailability of Marco, coupled with the fact that we played opposition teams that had their best 21 available meant that we were hampered in being able to show our best.   It is said that injuries are not an excuse, however this is 3rd division NOT the AFL.  Loss of quality players does have a significant effect and while the teams that represented us in the finals gave their all, it was always going to be difficult to match up against fully equipped quality opposition under finals pressure.
So where to in 2009 :
The club will have a new focus and structure due to the departure of the entire coaching group.  There will be a new freshness and ample opportunities for all players to reassess their roles and to bury some demons.  The challenge is to continue to be a consistent force, to qualify for finals and to work through the process of winning finals.  The talent is certainly at the club, now it comes down to ‘how much‘.  2009 is certainly going to be a ‘watershed‘ year in Nunawading’s history.
I would personally like to thank all of the players over the past 4 years for their friendship and dedication to the task.  I certainly recognise that at times I can be a hard taskmaster and that I set high expectations.  I would hope that that I have been able to challenge each and every one of you in some way to becoming a better footballer.
To the committee, my thanks for your belief and support, 2 things that are much appreciated by a coach.  You have allowed me the opportunity to deliver the best results possible for the club.  My only regret is that I have been unable to present you with the ultimate gift – that of a chance to win a flag.
To my coaching staff, an enormous thank you for your patience, input and acceptance of my methods and tactics.   Moose, Richie, Kel and Troppo have all been an integral part of the success of the past 2 seasons.
To Phila, Britts and all who played in the reserves over the year: heartfelt congratulations for a most wonderful effort.  To win like you did showed enormous faith in your abilities, coach and each other – 3 areas that guarantee success.  You have created a lifelong link with each other through your deeds and should be extremely proud of what you have done.
Finally to my family, thank you for allowing me the opportunity to do something I love.  To sacrifice so much so that I am can pursue my dream is something that I cherish.
It is going to be an unusual feeling in November when I take over pre season at a new club – I will miss seeing Peter and Henry cutting up fruit and filling water bottles, the Wiz practicing his running technique and ball skills on the boundary, Danny complaining about the running....all wonderful and fond memories of a great experience at a unique club......thank you.

RESERVES COACHES REPORT

After just bowing out of playing in the senior finals in 2007 I spoke with Brett on the Sunday night in great detail about where I thought the club was heading & what it needed to be successful on field.  Brett posed the question to me “would I be interested in coaching the reserves”.  Well we all know the answer; in I stepped to take over from Chops.

So the hunt went out to have an assistant coach.  This person would need to have the same ideas as me about footy, be very approachable at all times by players, know what it takes to be successful but most of all to not be reactive as his main tasks would be done game day.  After speaking with quite a few candidates Michael Britten was chosen to be the best fit.  Now this job was fulfilled my next step was to speak with every reserves player on the list.

After many phone calls over the pre season I knew the road ahead was going to be tough however deep down I was confident that if I could get as many players on the track doing the hard yards pre season we would be in good shape to take it up against the best in the division.  Also having gained the services of several new senior players this would also mean that our depth would be as strong as ever.

The commitment of many of the reserves guys was absolutely outstanding the way they pushed themselves through the pre season period into the practice match games.

Our practice match form was pretty encouraging playing against Eltham & Sth Croydon only just going down.  Both teams are in higher divisions & obviously had bigger bodies to contend with.  The most pleasing part was that all game day instructions were adhered to which gave both me & Britts confidence that we weren’t dealing with standard reserves footballers but grown men that were prepared to challenge themselves.

As reserves coach my 2 aims were to win the flag & to push as many reserve players through to senior footy as possible…I’m not sure if Brett knew I was going to be so pushy however every Tuesday & Thursday night Brett had his hands full hearing who I thought should be promoted.  The most pleasing times were when we debuted 4 players to senior footy, Sam Hesketh, Gareth Croft, Azza Ball & Rhys Harrop.

Well as 1 of my aims was to win the 2008 flag it didn’t get off to a very good start.  After 5 rounds we sat second last with a lot of work to do.  If we were to win we would need to turn around the 1-4 start.  Two of the losses were at the hands of Mooroolbark & Boronia who gave us a football lesson to say the least!! (Those losses stuck in the memory bank) I’m not sure what happened in the 5th game against Waverley however at half time it looked as though another massive loss was about to happen so I gave the boys a massive spray, told some home truths & from there on in we started to play for each other.  Even though in that 5th game we went down by a 3 pts from a large deficit at half time I was extremely proud of the way we fought the game out & knew it was only a matter of time before we would win again.

5 wins in a row against Coldstream, Mitcham, Templestowe, UFTG & Boronia would be fantastic for us & would also leave us 1 game outside the 4.  The boys had just started to be confident that we were a good side & on our day could mix it with the rest.  However I think the big win against Boronia took its toll on the boys.  It was a massive build up to the game mentally & the game itself was very physical.  

Our next game was Mooroolbark at Mooroolbark…not many win there & not many like playing out there!!  We fell into both those brackets.  Again we were given a football lesson going down by 83pts…exactly the same margin as the round 2 encounter.  After the game I had a discussion with Mooroolbark’s coach & he was nice enough but I could hear it in his voice that he thought no one could beat them.  When I drove home from that game I distinctly remember saying to myself “geez it would be nice to beat them in the Grand Final”.

From round 11 onwards we would go onto lose 1 more home & away game for the year against Whitehorse Pioneers.  It was always going to be an up hill battle after the poor start & if we were to make the finals we would need to win 6 in a row.

We did it we won 6 in row & in the end made the 4 comfortably 2 games clear of Warrandyte in 5th spot.

Our finals campaign began against Waverley Blues who had beaten us once by 3 pts however the last time we met in round 14 we beat them by 14 goals.  The group always new that to beat Waverley was a hard task but with the confidence at an all time high after the previous 6 weeks Waverley’s season was about to come to an end.  Although we partied pretty hard after the 1st Semi final win it was it was business as usual the following day.  If we thought Waverley was going to be tough then coming up against Boronia in the preliminary final may well have been the most important game of the year.  Things looked great on the track Tuesday & Thursday, not many injuries & it looked as though we would go in with our strongest team yet.  The sides were selected Thursday night & throughout the course of the year when ever Brett phoned me on Friday nights it was never good news.  Well I received a call Friday & Saturday night telling me I was losing players.  I started pulling hair out I didn’t have!!  

Confidence is a funny thing though when you’re on fire nothing or no one will stop you.  Losing players prior to the game didn’t matter because as a group we “WERE TOGETHER AS 1”.  Facts are Boronia thought they would waltz into another grand final.  It can’t happen if you can’t kick goals though & our backline was instrumental in securing victory.  In fact the last 7 weeks of the season including finals we were ranked No.1 in terms of points for/against.  When you have a backline that limits opposition score to only a few goals you will always give your team the best advantage…WE HAD THE BEST BACKLINE!!  Yes we had just won 8 in a row beating Boronia by a comfortable 26 pts.

We did it we were in the Grand Final up against Mooroolbark, playing against a side that had previously beaten us by 160 pts combined over previous games.  It was always going to be a tough game to win & we would need things to go our way on the day.  We spoke about Mooroolbark not respecting us & this was evident the side that was laughing at us & calling us pretenders when the previous encounter scores were read out to the crowd.

We got off to a great start kicking 3 first qtr goals to Mooroolbark’s 1 point.  After a slow start to the 2nd qtr we eventually found our range & went into the long break still 19pts ahead.  During the half time break we were relaxed & prepared to do the hard work to push towards a premiership win.

Throughout the season Mooroolbark would blow teams away in the 3rd quarter however we were prepared this time & turned the tables on them kicking 6.3 to blow them out of the game.  The 3 qtr time lead had pushed out to 42 pts.  The 3qtr time huddle was calm with excitement however we still had 1 last qtr of footy to play & win.  And win we did!!!  We had another 7 scoring shots in the last qtr to win & give Mooroolbark their biggest defeat of the year winning by 61 pts in a game that many will never forget.

To win a flag a lot of things need to fall your way but you also need a lot of help.  A huge thankyou goes to Michael Britten for work as an assistant coach enabled me to concentrate on other areas of coaching.  Michaels running of the bench was extremely important to our success.  We were able to turn one of our weaknesses in speed & fitness into 1 of our strengths with the amount of midfield rotations taking place each game.  Britt’s ability to speak his mind to me at times was another strength with his support.  Thanks Britter.

Also thanks to Danny Mihran, Craig Myers & Andrew Campey for leading the team with integrity & the enthusiasm that needs to be displayed when held with the responsibility of leadership roles.  All 3 also had a huge impact throughout the year on field leading the team.  Congratulations to Danny on winning the NFC reserves goal kicking award but more importantly taking out the best & fairest award for the EFL best Div 3 reserves player.

Thanks to all the training staff John Albert, Kenny Evans-Smith & Ksana Wirubov.  All 3 played important roles in getting players fit & out on the field each week in particular Grand Final week.  Thankyou for your support.  Your work does not go unrecognised!!

To my other off field support in Scott Cairns & Al McQuitty.  Thankyou for organising your duties each day without involving me.  Both of you were so good at your roles that not once throughout the 25 games of footy did I have to ask you to do something.  You both used your initiative, hence the smoothness of the off field running.

Many thanks also go to the NFC committee for giving me the opportunity & allowing me to coach the reserves side in 08.  Your dedication to NFC is wonderful.

A special thankyou goes to Brett for believing in me that I could be capable of coaching.  Your advice, knowledge & way of looking at various situations will also be a core ingredient in any future coaching I may embark on.

To all sponsors thankyou for supporting the club & playing group which enabled us to achieve the ultimate in success.

Finally thankyou to everyone involved at NFC.  My career over the last 5 years has been truly memorable in particular winning the flag this year.  I have made many life long friends & look forward to catching up with you all for a beer & watching NFC continue to be successful on field.
