PRESIDENTS REPORT

2009 was always going to be a tough season and it certainly turned out that way.   At the AGM of 2008 a committee could not be formed, and with the club in significant debt and with no coach it must be said that things looked as grim as they have for Nunawading.

Jamie Shevlin who took on the difficult Treasurers role set about dragging the club out of the mire.   A coach was found in former Box Hill star Brett Rowe and a President appointed.   Jamie and I then made some decisions that would have an impact on the short term success but would ensure our long term viability.   We had two goals for the season ahead;

· to maintain our position in 3rd division

· to be debt free at the 2009 AGM

Those goals were of course achieved despite some hurdles along the way.   The main focus of course was to reduce costs particularly coming from the football department.   It is fair to say that this decision would have been extremely unpopular if it had been publicised as the football department would have been aiming for a senior flag after three successive finals appearances but sometimes sporting clubs only think about the short term without worrying about the future.   It is a part of the committee’s function to protect the club’s future welfare.
Brett and the seniors had a hard year after our recent successes.   But if you look at the fact that we lost the competitions best player in Marco Bello, our best and fairest winner in Luke Robertson, our two toughest midfielders in Adam Tobin and Andrew Jones, the best fullback in the league in David Burke and add in Weerden, Groat, Bates moving to Canada and long term injuries to players such as Francis and Riley then things start to look a little different.   It was very difficult for Brett in his first year of coaching but he remained positive and focused and with players returning to us for 2010 I believe we will find ourselves climbing the ladder again.   

Michael Britten took the reserves job on shortly before the start of the season and once again a difficult year and a hard introduction to coaching.   At times we played with no bench and returned to the old days of ringing around to field a team.   But Britt’s had the boys playing some pretty good footy and it was only late in the year that finals escaped us.   

To the football staff including trainers Kenny and Emma-Kate thanks for your work during the year.   Our sponsors have supported us through thick and thin and we are forever grateful to you and hope that you remain with us on the journey.   And to all our helpers, there are too many of you to mention and I don’t want to leave anyone out but you are the life blood of Nuna and without you there is no us!   Whilst it’s true that we need more to get involved those we have are the best going around.

2010 will once again provide us with many challenges as we set about reclaiming our place in the finals.   Our ground which had the worst surface in the league is currently being re-laid with warm season grass which will hopefully curtail some of the many injuries we suffered. 
Auskick is continuing and growing and we should be able to field at least one junior side in the new season which will be a fantastic achievement.

As I have said we need more people to get involved as the truly successful clubs are able to spread the load of work more evenly and this is a goal for us in 2010.   I urge all of you to consider taking on an active role in the future of YOUR club.
Finally thank you to Shev, Craig, Tubbsy and Bater who took on committee roles this year and special thanks to Rusty who retires from an official role after providing great service over many years.

SENIOR COACHES REPORT

It is fair to say season 2009 did not pan out the way we as a club would have hoped for.   The first game of the year wasn’t the start to the season we were after with a 64 point loss to the eventual premiers, Mooroolbark.   It also began the start of a run of injuries that were to hinder us for the entire year.

There were several contributing factors to our unsuccessful season and higher than expected injury toll, starting with our poor pre-season.   We kicked off the 2009 pre-season in November with high expectations for the season after the previous year’s success.   Player numbers needed to be high to get a solid fitness base over the pre-season, this was not the case.   I believe this was a contributing factor to the high rate of injuries throughout the club.   Player attendance at training continued to be disappointing throughout the season, being especially poor when we could no longer make the finals.

The season itself was inconsistent, especially the first half of the year. We had some great wins including: 

· beating Mitcham by a point when we were behind by five goals at three quarter time; 

· a three point win against Boronia after being 39 points down during the second quarter; and

· defeating Heathmont by a goal when down by two goals with a couple of minutes remaining. 

With the wins came some disappointing losses, with an average losing margin of 74 points for the first half of the year.   As injuries started to take their toll we turned the half way mark in equal third position.   We then played Mooroolbark who defeated us by 89 points.   Though this result does not look good, for three quarters we had a real crack only to be blown away by a quality football side in the last quarter.   This was to be our heaviest defeat in the second half of the year.

As the second half of the year progressed and injuries continued to take their toll on the club (average 20 players a week) we were able to play players who probably thought they wouldn’t play much senior football, but every one of them who came into the side contributed in some way.   Although we only won one game in the second half of the year our average losing margin dropped to 39 points.   While winning one game was still disappointing we never once fielded our strongest line up and no matter what level you are playing you are going to struggle under these circumstances 

Although it was a disappointing year there were some encouraging personal achievements:

· Ben Strong made the 3rd division team of the year for the second year in a row. 

· Andrew Goland won his second club B&F and made the 3rd division team of the year for the first time.

· Sam McCallum kicked 65 goals. 

This is a wonderful achievement by Ben and Andrew to make the team of the year, voted by the 3rd division coaches of the EFL.   Sam kicking 65 goals in a team finishing eighth is also a terrific effort, and I think he was unlucky to miss out on selection in this team of the year.

So what does season 2010 hold for the Nunawading Football Club?

The coming season shapes as an important one for the club.   With the disappointment of this year behind us, we must hit the season full of run with a strong commitment to each other.   The players who represented the club for the first time in 2009 must be prepared to push each other and I believe with a healthy list we can again challenge for a finals spot.

To my assistant coaches Bruiser, Copsy and my team manager Shane, thanks for your  support and input over what was a challenging first year for all of us, I look forward to working with you all again in season 2010.

To Britts, well done on your first year as reserves coach.   It too was a challenging year for you with some Saturday mornings wondering if you had a bench.   To still be pushing for a finals birth late in the season was a terrific effort.    

To Rocky, thank-you for your support and help during the season.     

To Tim and the committee, thanks again for giving me the opportunity to coach senior football, your support is much appreciated.

RESERVES COACHES REPORT

After finishing off last year with a fantastic win over Mooroolbark in the grand final, the expectation for the reserves to make the finals again in 2009 was very high. · 61 players played in the 2’s

· Only one played all 18 rounds. Yes you Johnny Krikas

· 5 players played their first game of footy Andrew Keyte, Martin Reyner, Mark Onisiforou, Andrew Teather and Michael Palau

· 112 team selection changes, with an average of 6.6 per week

· 27 of 61 players played senior footy

· 39 goal kickers, Danny Mihran with 42 goals

· 38 vote getters – FANTASTIC
Congratulations to all the award winners.   I am especially proud of all the new names that received awards this year and for how many players were able to get an opportunity to play senior footy.   Thank you to my captains Danny Mihran(c), Adam Meagher (vc), Craig Myers (vc) and Aaron Ball (vc).   All gave great leadership on and off the field. Thank you to the committee for giving me the opportunity to coach the two’s and for all the outstanding work you do.
